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An International Monetary Fund (IMF) mission led by Ms. Clara Mira will visit Chisinau
during September 25 — October 6, 2023.

The mission will hold combined discussions with the authorities in the context of the 2023
Article IV consultation?, the fourth review under the Extended Credit Facility (ECF) and the
Extended Fund Facility (EFF) arrangements, and the authorities’ request for the support
under the new Resilience and Sustainability Facility (RSF).

The mission will take stock of the recent economic developments and the progress in
authorities’ program implementation, update and assess the macroeconomic outlook, and
discuss with the authorities their policy priorities to address climate-related vulnerabilities
that would be supported by the IMF under an RSF program.

Background: Moldova’s 40-month IMF program, approved on December 21, 2021, and
augmented in May 2022, is supported by a loan of about USS785 million (SDR 594.3 million),
of which about US5366 million (SDR 277.55 million) have been already disbursed. Financing
under the ECF carries a zero-interest rate with a grace period of 5% years, and a final
maturity of 10 years, and financing under EFF carries an annual interest rate equal to the
SDR basic rate and is repayable over 10 years with a 4% -year grace period.

1 Under Article IV of the IMF's Articles of Agreement, the IMF holds bilateral discussions with members, usually
every year. A staff team visits the country, collects economic and financial information, and discusses with
officials the country's economic developments and policies. On return to headquarters, the staff prepares a
report, which forms the basis for discussion by the Executive Board (IMF Factsheet on Surveillance).

O misiune a Fondului Monetar International (FMI) condusa de d-na Clara Mira se va afla in
vizita la Chisinau Tn perioada 25 septembrie — 6 octombrie 2023.

Misiunea FMI va purta discutii in cadrul consultarilor pentru anul 2023 prevazute de
Articolul IV al Statutului FMI?, in contextul a celei de-a patra evaludri a programului sustinut
prin Mecanismul extins de creditare (ECF) si Mecanismul de finantare extinsa (EFF), precum
si al solicitarii autoritatilor de a acorda sustinere Republicii Moldova in baza noului
Mecanismi de finantare pentru rezilienta si sustenabilitate (RSF).

Misiunea va analiza evolutiile recente din economie si progresul atins in implementarea
programului autoritatilor, va actualiza datele si va evalua perspectivele la nivel
macroeconomic, precum si va discuta cu autoritatile prioritatile in materie de politici pentru
minimizarea vulnerabilitatilor legate de schimbarile climaterice, care urmeaza sa fie
sustinute de care FMI in cadrul unui program finantat prin mecanismul de creditare RSF.

Informatie generald: programul autoritdtilor moldovenesti, sustinut de FMI, are o duratd de
40 luni si a fost aprobat la 21 decembrie 2021. In luna mai 2022 a fost majorat volumul total
de creditare la circa 785 milioane de dolari S.U.A. (594,3 milioane de drepturi speciale de
tragere (DST), din care circa 366 milioane de dolari S.U.A. (277,55 milioane de DST) au fost
deja debursate. Finantarea in baza ECF prevede o ratd anuald a dobdnzii de zero la sutd, o
perioadd de gratie de cinci ani si jumdtate si un termen de rambursare de zece ani, iar
finantarea in baza EFF prevede o ratd anuald a dobdnzii egald cu rata de bazd a dobdnzii
pentru DST, un termen de rambursare de zece ani si o perioadd de gratie de patru ani si
jumdtate.

1 FMI se angajeaza anual (de reguld) in discutii bilaterale cu statele membre, in conformitate cu prevederile
articolului IV al Statutului FMI. O misiune a FMI viziteaza tara, colecteaza informatie de ordin economic si
financiar si poartd discutii cu autorititile asupra evolutiilor economice si politicilor promovate. Th urma vizitei,
misiunea elaboreaza un raport care sta la baza discutiilor din cadrul Consiliului de directori executivi (a se
vedea fisa informativa privind supravegherea efectuata de FMI).
