Statement by IMF Resident Representative to Hungary

March 2, 2010

IMF Resident Representative to Hungary, Iryna Ivaschenko issued the following statement in
Budapest today:

“As is common practice for IMF missions, and has happened on previous occasions, the team
that visited Hungary recently for the 5th review under the Stand-By Arrangement met with
representatives of the opposition party Fidesz. No negotiations were held between the IMF
and Fidesz. It was an informal exchange of views, in which Fidesz representatives indicated
their support for a reduction in the fiscal deficit over time.

“The general government deficit target for 2010 is 3.8% of GDP, as specified in the press
releases issued by the IMF and European Commission at the conclusion of their recent visit.”
