Mexico satellite accounts: kick-off and continuity
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The Non-Observed Economy / Informal Sector.

* National Survey of Occupation and Employment (ENOE) in Mexico:

» Measures both the informal sector and informal employment (regardless of whether
the economic units employing the workers are unregistered enterprises or formal
enterprises).

» Generates a quarterly series of informal employment and its different components
with urban and rural representation.

» Can produce matrices where annual estimates are produced. These estimates are
on the weight of informality and its components in the gross domestic product.

v’ Its contribution to GDP is at about 24%, generated about 57% of the
employed population.

» Mexico participated closely with the Delhi Group developing the Measuring Informality: a
Statistical Manual (2013).
